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1.0 Summary of event and general statistics 
 
Upon completion of registration in January 2007, a total of 11 members submitted 13 
boards to the event committee (Esteban Cruz and Giancarlo Alhadeff).  Two 
additional boards (in large A0 format) and English and Italian brochures to promote 
the AIACE were also provided for.  For a complete list of exhibitor members, please 
refer to the attachment: ÒRegistration of Exhibitor MembersÓ. 
 
The stand itself consisted of a simple wall layout (painted using the AIA red pantone 
colour) for board mounting, complete with spot lights, one table and four chairs.  The 
Build-up expo provided the signage (sponsored by ARCA magazine). 
 
Set-up of the stand occurred during February 2-5, by volunteer members and ALFAD 
(the stand contractor), and fair lasted between the 6th and the 10th.  Boards were taken 
down during the evening of the 10th, and ALFAD completed dismantling the stand on 
the 11th.  During the exhibition, at least one volunteer member was present to 
overlook the stand, and receive interested visitors.
